Your second book report will be based on a fiction chapter book of your choice.  Once you have read the book you will complete this creative book report.  You can use this checklist to make sure you have all pieces of the project completed.

________1.  Cover an empty cereal box with construction paper.

________2. Design the front panel of the box.  Include the following information: the book’s title, the author’s name, an illustration, and your own name.

________3. On one side panel of the box, list some of the story’s ingredients. Include the setting, main characters, and plot (problem/solution).

________4. On the opposite panel of the box, write some “notable quotables” from the book.  These are excerpts from the book that will make others want to read the book. (Include at least 5 quotes)

________5. On the back panel, create a game that includes important facts about the story.  Your game should teach the player about the book.

________6.  Put a surprise toy inside the box.  The toy should represent some aspect of the book. (You can make this toy out of art materials. 

________7.  Also inside the box you should include the following.  Write a script for a two-to three-minute commercial featuring your special cereal.  Think about these questions:  What is the target age group for your cereal (book)? What makes your cereal (book) different from all its competitors? What jingle or slogan can you use to begin and end your commercial? What was the book about? (Don’t give away the ending).   This part of the project should be at least 8-10 sentences and should be a great fourth grade response.  Also please leave this loose inside the box so I can pull it out and read it.
